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Types of business companies
Proprietorship
A proprietorship is an unincorporated business enterprise owned by one person. Usually, the owner of the business is also the manager. For example: most farmers supervise the planning and harvesting of their crops and then receive the benefits that accrue from the sales of those crops .the owner is responsible for all obligations of the business

Partnership
A partnership is an unincorporated business owned by two or more individuals or entities Sometimes, one partner takes the lead in managing the business and is considered the “general partner:” while the other owners provide only financial support and are known as “limited partners” or “bequest partner”. The partners are responsible for any partnership obligations.
corporation
Corporation is a business that is charted as a separate legal entity under the laws or companies acts. The ownership interests are in the form of the stock certificates, and the owners of the corporation are called “stockholders or shareholders” Shareholders can buy and sell their shares Shareholders elect a board of directors. The management, as employees of the corporation, may or may be shareholders.
